The Use of A1

Artificial Intelligence is transforming education, and our school is
actively preparing to embrace its potential. Our Principal, Mr. Richard Choi,
attended The Use of Al in Learning and Teaching Language and Other
Subjects and Post-Summit Workshop Series (AlinLT), organised by the
Department of English and Communication at The Hong Kong Polytechnic
